Rehabilitation program.  Eastern Wildlife Center Inc. has, in the past, been part



Of  the program.  We did not quit due to “financial and time constraints” as Ms.



Douglas has told the commission. We don’t believe any rehabber quit for that reason



And resent that representation to the commission.




We in fact, offered to help.   We planned to have Eastern Wildlife Center hold



The permit, as we have done in the past few years. We recruited two of our members



To rehab fawns and release on their vast acreage. They would however, be 



Subpermitees under our primary permit. This would have allowed us to use our assets 



And knowledge to make sure the fawns were cared for in the manner we were taught,



Assuring that the rules and regulations of the commission were followed.  We were



At first told yes. Then no, because it was against the law. We happen to know now,

                        However, this is inaccurate.  The commission issues permits as it sees fit. I have 

                        Spoken to our local legislators and they cannot recall any legislation about fawn rehab 

                        Before the House or Senate in ten years. If the commission can shut down the program 

                        In ’02 reinstate it in ’03, and then take it away from Ms. Sims direction in ’06 all 

                        Without Legislation, you obviously have wide authority to do as you see fit.  We felt 

                        Our Proposal would be a good solution to concerns of CWD.  It would allow lower 

Numbers of release per site, and contain fawns that were admitted.


The whole reason for the commission taking the program back in-house was

Due to concerns over CWD.  However, we believe the state is in more danger now 

Than we were last year due to the number of experienced rehabbers that quit, over the

Treatment they received.  Also, there are currently large areas with no coverage. This 

Means fawns in need of assistance will have to be transferred over several counties to

Receive help. For example, a fawn today at the coast will have to be transferred to

Raleigh. This could be extremely dangerous if CWD were to enter our state thru the 

Eastern border of Virginia into the dismal swamp. I fear this is not the only vast area

In NC that has no permitted person. Here EWC sits,  5/05/06 , well into the season,

Without a single new rehabilitator licensed in the east.  Ms Douglas told me

She had numerous applications, what happened?  Ms. Sims, at least had a program

That EWC knows was doing well, as well as could be expected given the number

Of qualified people in the state, and was expanding.


Speaking of Ms Sims,  The several letters to the past rehabilitators were at best

Miss-leading.  The statement of “contract negotiations” and “pay” we have since found

Out were completely false.  We wondered why someone so dedicated to fawns in this

State would hold out. We have learned the small amount of monies Ms. Sims was given 

Went to a charity of her choice, of which she had no control.  All rehabbers have done 

Fawn rehab out of pocket, including Ms Sims, and I find it distasteful to imply

Otherwise.


I will be the first to acknowledge fawn rehabilitation has no bearing on

Populations, and in the overall scheme of things is not needed. The problem is the

Public whom you serve, wants it ,so it exists. No one wants to leave a fawn alone

Beside a dead doe. Hunters, ironically, are the most adamant at wanting help with 

Fawns. 

Our wildlife officers were pleased with the program, and improvements were being made. Now EWC has no one to call at midnight, when they generally come in, And no central expert on fawn rehab. Vast areas uncovered, and now the public calling with general confusion over where to turn.  I don’t like being in this situation, it looks

Very bad for both of us.


I hope you will look into this with utmost speed. Although 2006 may be a

Wash ,  2007 could bring an orderly, professional, way of fawn Rehab like it was in 

2005.  Bring back a qualified fawn rehabilitator, who will be there 

24/7  for NCWRC, the public, and the rehabilitators. As it stands If CWD were to hit 

This season, our state deer herd could be in serious trouble. Thanks for your time.
